 Role Description

Goal.

To provide opportunities for the development of everyone involved in Netball.

Position:
Christchurch Netball Game Officials Committee comprises up to 6 appointed persons working closely with the Game Officials Administrator/Umpire Allocator  and in some aspects the Netball Manager and where applicable Netball Development Coordinator.
Appointments to the committee are confirmed and approved by the Board.

A Committee convenor is elected from within the Committee on an annual basis.

There will be one Board member as a committee member in addition to the appointed committee members.

The Committee makes recommendations to the Board for approval prior to implementation.

Principal purpose:

To support the Game Officials Administrator/Umpire Allocator to ensure the smooth allocation of umpires, and where applicable, bench officials to games and to ensure the smooth administration of GOC aspects and provision of netball at Christchurch Netball Centre. 
The convenor is to provide a monthly report and/or recommendations to the Board one week prior to Board meeting for approval and confirmation.

Scope of the position:

Game Officials Committee members are fully accountable to the Board.

Tenure:

Three (3) year maximum period with eligibility to stand for election/appointment  at the end of the three year term of office.
All members of the committee remain in office until successors are appointed with a maximum period of service to be nine (9) years.

Primary duties:

The provision of high level netball  (umpire specific) advice, support and counsel to the Game Officials Administrator/Umpire Allocator and to some extent the Netball Manager and where applicable Netball Development Coordinator.
A particular contribution is sought in the following five main areas:

1. Provide high quality advice with a game officials focus.  Detailed and/or in-depth knowledge of netball  (more particularly as an umpire/bench official) is desirable.  

2. Committee members would be able to demonstrate an understanding and empathy of the needs of club level netball.   

3. Contribute a principled approach to matters for discussion and provide advice consistent with high standards of integrity and reliability.

4. Support and assist with provision of directional advice of the organisation in respect of the Centre.

5. Liaise with the Draws Committee with regard to anomalies and requirements of competition Draws.  
Estimated time commitment
1. Committee members must be available to attend at least 10 meetings scheduled each year and spend the appropriate amount of time in advance of meetings in preparation.

2. Participate in a positive and constructive manner to meeting discussions. 
3. Foster a sound working relationship with the Game Officials Administrator/Umpire Allocator, Netball Manager and other staff. 
4. Provide backup information and additional support as may be required.
5. Up to 2 – 3 hours per month outside of the committee meetings may be required to support the Game Officials  Administrator/ Umpire Allocator and other committee members.
6. Attend any other special meetings/workshops  as may be deemed suitable and necessary.

GAME OFFICIALS COMMITTEE

1. Ensure Administrator/Allocator has completed allocation of umpires and bench officials to all weekly scheduled games.

2. Assist Administrator/Allocator in transitional arrangements with regard to all duties outlined in position description.

3. Appoint umpires in conjunction with appropriate panel to travel with representative teams (not NNZ appointed games/events) and liaise as necessary with NCD  and Administrator regarding representative team fixture appointments

4. Responsible for management of Future Ferns Whistlers programme – in conjunction with administrator.
5. Responsible for management of talent ID groups of umpires

6. Responsible for liaison with Canterbury Netball regarding all things umpiring /bench officials.
7. Responsible for Bench Officials – accreditation procedures, training – in conjunction with administrator
8. Administration of GOC committee is completed in a timely manner.
9. Committee convenor is a  key contact person for Game Officials – including umpire trainers/panels, game officials accreditation etc.  

10. Support /assist Administrator with distribution of game cards each competition day and with preparation of game cards each week as may be required.
11. Ensure records are kept  notified and unnotified defaults each week
