TEAM SELECTION POLICY AND PROCEDURE
Objectives:
· To select the best team of netball players in each age group/grade to represent xxxx at Christchurch Netball Centre and whatever other competitions/ tournaments or fixtures which may be scheduled

· To play high quality skilful netball consistently

· To be successful at all levels of participation

Selection Policy:
· The selection panel for each grade/age group/form shall consist of the Coach appointed to the senior team in that grade/age group plus other team coaches for teams in that grade (if appointments are confirmed at that time) and any other personnel appointed by the Club committee to assist in this role.

· All players will be assigned to a team.

· All teams shall have a minimum of 9 registered players for the season (all social teams must have no less than 10 players registered for the season).

· All team coaches shall have the right to co-opt players into the team during the season as required and as governed by Christchurch Netball Centre rules.
· All players must be available for CNC fixtures, and any other tournaments as may be agreed.

· All players required to umpire and/or coach must confirm their commitment or otherwise are ineligible for selection. (Umpires are required weekly from teams Under 17 and above).

Selection Procedure:
· Trials dates will be advertised as deemed necessary
· Players intending to trial are invited to register their intention for the season and pay $20.00 non-refundable trialling fee (later deducted from their annual subscription)

· Trials will continue to be held until teams are announced and players confirmed.

· Teams are not announced verbally in front of players.

· Players will be invited to attend trials on dates set and number of teams will be determined by numbers of players indicating positive interest to participate.

Desired Competencies & personal qualities in Team Selection:
· Quality of technical skill and consistency of performance required for level of competition

· Players who have tactical understanding of game 

· Players who incorporate flair and skill in their game

· Players who are committed to achieving and maintaining fitness, who have completed injury rehabilitation required for level of competition - unless strictly termed “social” team.

· Players who can sustain consistency in performance throughout game

· Players who have skills and capabilities to level required

· Players who can show total commitment to their team

· Players who show strong work ethics and show a total team commitment

· Players who show discipline on and off court 

· Players who demonstrate team qualities on and off court and who show a readiness to listen, learn and apply learning

· Players who show versatility, consistency and adaptability.
Teams can only be selected fairly and equitably if all intending players attend all trials - if players do not attend all trials as required, it may be they are overlooked or required to play a position not indicated by them when registering to trial.

Trials are a very difficult task to complete in a given timeframe and we cannot guarantee all players are selected in the team/grade they are seeking, however all selectors and coaches do their very best to ensure all players are trialed equally and fairly.
